Based on Article 8.4 of the Law on Protection of Cultural Heritage and the minutes of 

the 2nd meeting of the Professional Council for Intangible Cultural Heritage dated 

November 1, 2017, the Order is as follows: 

1. To renew and approve the National Representative List of Intangible Cultural 

Heritage of Mongolia by Annex 1 and the National Register of Intangible Cultural 

Heritage in Need of Urgent Safeguarding by Annex 2. 

2. The Department of Culture and Arts Policy /B.Sergelen/ and the National Center of 

Cultural Heritage /G.Enkhbat/ shall take measures to preserve, transmit, promote, 

disseminate and update the intangible cultural heritage elements specified in the List 

and make amendments and updates as necessary.  

3. In connection with the issuance of this order, Order A/41 of the Minister of Culture, 

Sports and Tourism dated February 8, 2013 “On re-approval of registration” shall be 

considered invalid.
